Course Description: As a continuation of ELL 124 Writing Skills II, which is a prerequisite to Research Techniques and Methods, this course is designed for the refreshment and reinforcement of the research steps and skills necessary for writing academic papers: reading systematically, keeping notes, making quotations, ordering arguments, writing references and the bibliography. Students will write a research paper on a determined topic, based on primary and secondary sources.
Methodology: This class will be conducted through in-class analysis and writing workshops.

Course Requirements: There will be two midterms based on the MLA guidelines for research writing. The final exam will be the research paper written on Mary Shelley’s Frankenstein, which will be conducted in class. The exam will be open book, and students will be able to bring their primary texts, their notes on the text, their secondary texts, notes on the secondary texts, as well as a dictionary/thesaurus. Texts (along with erasers, pens, etc.) cannot be shared among students. 
I will hand out 2 secondary sources per student, each student is required to add at least ONE more secondary source of their own choice.
