I. AIM    : The purpose of the course is to enable the students to acquire a relatively high and  wide view of  Shakespeare’s dramatic art, poetic creativity and literary significance through a detailed analysis of his history plays and tragedies. The plays within the academic programme represent the variety of his poetical and dramatic production. The course will comprise a general introduction to the social, cultural and literary background of Shakespeare’s time  with special emphasis to the development and staging of Renaissance drama in  Elizabethan period.
