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         COURSE SYLLABUS


Course Description and Objectives
This course focuses on the comparative readings of poems from Western and Turkish Literature. One of the essential objectives of this course is to make students explore poetry from different cultures and enable them to contemplate on the varieties of cultural impact through literary analysis. 

Course Activities
During the semester various literary works will be discussed on a comparative basis and in relation to the literary movements of the relevant periods. To be able to create a vivid and fruitful atmosphere of discussion in the class each student should

1. Read the assigned chapters and literary works in advance, 
2. Participate in class discussions, 
3. Make individual presentations when they are assigned,
4. Attend several quizzes, one midterm and one final exam.

Course Material
Students will be provided with a collection of articles and literary works as a reading packet. 

Course Requirements and Means of Evaluation
100 % attendance is recommended at all classes. Attendance and contribution to classes and discussions are vital for success in a literature class. Students’ contribution to and participation in class work and discussions will be taken into consideration in assigning their final grades. Students who are found to have committed cheating in an examination or plagiarism on an assignment will fail the examination or assignment and the final grade of that course will be reduced by twenty percent (20 %). Further action will also be taken if necessary. Please see university regulations.
