I. AIM    : The purpose of the course is to enable the students to acquire a relatively high and  wide view of  literary works both drama and novellas, and how these works of literature find a new voice of their own when they are reflected on stage or on screen by the use of different approaches as well as by the use of music, light and shade, costume, shot, staging, etc.by the directors of performing arts. The literary works within the academic programme represent the variety of film adaptations , theatre productions, ballet performances and opera adaptations.
